The first conference named APCRICON was held at Calcutta on 25th July,1999, at the Rotary Sadan in Calcutta. It was very successful and well
attended. This was followed by annual conferences held in July every year at Bangalore in 2000, at Amritsar in 2001, at Jaipur in 2002, at Bhubaneshwar
in 2003, at Kolkata in 2004, at Shimla in 2005, at Jammu in 2006, at Hyderabad in 2007, at Lucknow in 2008, at Thiruvananthapuram in 2009 and
at New Delhi in 2010.

APCRI Journal has been published every year from 1999 to 2006 at the time of the APCRICONS. In 2006 the APCRI Journal, as well as well as the
APCRI News Letter has been allotted ISSN. From 2007 onwards the APCRI Journal, as well as the APCRI News Letter are being published two times
a year. The APCRI Journal is published in January and in July. The APCRI News Letter is published in April and in October.
